To become certified as a Traffic Control Supervisor, the applicant must have at least 2,000 hours of satisfactory experience,
related to work zone traffic control, during which the applicant has demonstrated his/her ability to work safely in work
zones within the last 2 years.

The applicant must designate the person(s) who will complete their Certification form. The only people who are approved
to receive, complete and sign the certification form are owners of traffic control companies, a supervisor of a road and
bridge department and/or highway engineer who works for a state, federal, city or county transportation agency. The
signature of the person who signs this form must be witnessed by a notary public.
